 Hepatitis B affects almost 300 million Asian Americans, Native Hawaiians,

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How it Spreads

Hepatitis B is a vaccine-preventable virus that is transmitted when blood, semen, or other
body fluids from an HBV-infected person enters the body of someone who is not infected.
This can happen through sexual contact; sharing needles, syringes, or other drug-injection
equipment; or during birth when HBV can be transmitted from mother to child.
